· 2020-2021 Budget was submitted months ago. We received an additional $100k in October and all of it has been spent. $100k has been given exclusively for dental and must be spent by      Sept. 30th, 2020.

· Durham: 18 housed, 1 searching, 1 referred
· Housing update (TEC, ACRA, and CAARE)
· TEC: No availability/waitlist is ongoing
· ACRA:1 room available in Blevins House, accepting men and women, disabled and HIV+, Ryan White rooms at capacity
· Feb 8th 2020 is Drag Bingo Fundraiser at Calvary United Methodist Church in Durham 7p-9p
· CAARE: 3 rooms in building available, 2 rooms available in community
· Prevention Updates (Hailey Stout) 
· Evaluation web data entry deadline is 2/15/2020. Some people have had difficulties with EvalWeb. 

· PrEP Training 
· Designed for testers only, 2/7/2020, capacity is 50 participants. Dr. Hurt will make training specific for individuals conducting rapid testing
· Dec. 1s, 2020 PrEP marketing strategy was changed to include rural counties such Warren, Vance & Johnston

· January traffic for site has increased tremendously. 850 visitors so far. 

· Referral was made to Warren-Vance who has relocated from Phoenix, AZ.
· Ready, Set PrEP
· Nationwide PrEP marketing program for people to get PrEP who have health insurance but no pharmacy coverage or make too much money for traditional patient assistance.

· Wake Co. has initiated a task force. First internal meeting on 1/15/2020. Hoping to open up task force to community members to address high rates of STIs in teens/young adults ages 15-24. Nikita Spears is initial contact person or send email to Hailey Stout for more information. Next meeting is April 2, 2020 at 1p-3p on Sunnybrook Road-Wake Co. Health Dept.

· Brian Goings from Style 2.0 has registered 11 participants in study. Most participants are in Wake and Durham Counties
· UNC has a new study currently in Phase 1. 6 people needed, ages 18 & up, open to all gender/races, healthy volunteers at low risk for HIV. A few CURE studies are coming up. 
· Open Position: Durham Co. Health Dept. has position open for Public Health Education Specialist to work with ending the HIV epidemic. 200 applications received so far. Job description includes: community engagement, PrEP and patient navigation.
· State Updates (State Care and/or Prevention Reps). 
· Robert: has been receiving great help from Emily and Alyssa with CAREWare 6. 
· Emma-Bilingual Case Manager at Piedmont Health in Siler City is accepting new clients.

· Warren-Vance assisted Duke in helping a client transition from pediatric clinic to adult. Transition tour went smoothly.
